Day 1 Cedarberg

Leave Cape Town behind you and drive north past the charming towns of
Tulbagh and Ceres and then on to the Cedarberg Mountains. The total
distance is approximately 240 km and should take you around 3% hours
to get there.

Day 2 Cedarberg

Day at leisure. There are several beautiful hiking trails in the area where
you get to experience breathtaking mountain scenery complete with
Bushman paintings. Cool off in one of one of the many crystal clear
mountain streams.

Day 3 Clanwilliam

Breakfast followed by checkout. Continue your journey through the
scenic Cedarberg Mountains. Be sure to stop and enjoy a walk to see the
spectacular Stadsaal Cave and rock art. Another recommended stop is at
the award winning Cederberg Wine Cellars where you can sample their
fine wines. Arrive in Clanwilliam in the late afternoon.

Day 4 Clanwilliam

Breakfast at your Guest House. Day at leisure — you may choose to visit
the nearby Elandsberg farm where you can learn more about Rooibos
tea, the tea that is endemic to this area and is sold all around the world.
You can also enjoy a wander through the charming and historical town of
Clanwilliam.

Strassbergers Shoe Factory is also worth a visit where you will have the
chance to see how the famous “veldskoene” are made and maybe even
buy a pair.

Day5 Paternoster

Breakfast followed by check out. En-route to Paternoster you may choose
to visit Lamberts Bay, a traditional West Coast fishing village, where you
can enjoy a seafood lunch and afterwards visit the fascinating Bird Island.
Arrive in Paternoster in the late afternoon.

Day 6 & 7 Paternoster
Days at leisure. Choose from the following activities:

= Relax or enjoy a long walk on the endless beaches

= Go fishing either on a traditional boat or on a deep sea ski boat

=  West Coast Fossil Park - see the remains of mega tooth sharks,
sabre-tooth cats the size of lions, giant ostriches, extinct elephants

=  Go sea-kayaking to get close to seals, dolphins, whales and birds

= Visit the nearby Postberg Nature Reserve for spectacular flower
sightings in flower season
